MAKE YOUR OWN 

Lavender Scones 
Preheat oven to 200c – Makes 8 

 
180g melted butter 

1 cup plain flour 
180g icing sugar 

100g ground almonds 
Grated rind of a lemon 

5 lightly beaten egg whites 
1 tablespoon dried culinary lavender 

 
Sift flour and icing sugar in a bowl. Mix in 

lemon rind, ground almonds and finely 
chopped lavender.  

Lightly fold through beaten egg whites. 
Add warm butter and mix with wooden 

spoon until smooth. Spoon mixture into 8 
lightly greased friend tins, filling ¾ full. 

Bake at 200c for 5 minutes, reduce heat 
to 180c and cook for 10-15 minutes or 

until golden and risen.  
Cool in tins for 5 minutes then turn out 

and serve dusted with icing sugar.

TIPS & 
TRICKS 

Drying lavender 
Lavender heads are best cut when the 

first two flowers on the spike have 
opened. Watch them carefully as once 

the first few spikes are ready the 
remainder will follow within a few days.  

Bunches of lavender are then tied 
together and hung upside down. 

Lavender must be dried in a darkened 
environment with plenty of dry air.  

The lavender is dry when the stem 
breaks cleanly. Dried lavender is best 
used within 12 months as the colour 

can fade and the scent diminish.
