Buying Lavender Oil 
nly buy lavender oil of the highest 
quality from a reputable supplier 
(there are a number of cheaper 

imitation products on the market). 
sure that it is sold in a small brown 

lass bottle labelled ‘Pure Essential 
il’. Store your oil in a cool and dark 
lace as heat, light and air can spoil 

its healing properties. 
Essential oils are extremely 

oncentrated and should always be 
used carefully as most must be 

iluted before use e.g. massage oil. 
If your oil is correctly stored it 

should keep for several years, but if 
it is used in oil based mixes it will 

last for six months. 
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
